The Treasurer was asked about the costs for social events and the Triffic Trail and she undertook to provide written responses.
In the absence of the Coaching Co-ordinator and the Social Secretary, the Chairman thanked them both for their hard work during the year and said that copies of their reports were available for anyone that wanted one.

5. Handicap Organiser’s Report

Peter Lambert reported that during the 2006/07 series, there have so far been 370 runners who have taken part in the handicap, including 128 members, with an average turnout of about 100 each month. There is one race left in the series and six club members are still in contention. This year the winner’s trophy will be presented at the Dinner and Dance.

6. Triathlon Section Report

Peter Lambert reported that about 30 club members now take an active interest in triathlon, including training in the lake and participating in Sunday morning bike rides. Club members have also registered some very creditable performances in a whole variety of races, including entering teams in the national relays.

7. Motion  -  Composition of the Club’s Committee

It was proposed by the Club’s Committee that paragraph 4 of the Constitution should be amended to the following: 

‘The Committee has the power to fill any vacancy which may arise through selecting a club member or co-opting a suitable volunteer, providing there are never more than four such co-optees at any one time’

After some discussion, an amendment was proposed to reduce the potential number of 

co–optees from four to two, so that members would always have a majority over co-optees even when a minimum number (5) were present at a meeting. Although a majority voted for this amendment, it was lost, as any alteration to the club’s Constitution requires a two thirds majority of the members present.

A further amendment was then proposed to reduce the potential number of co-optees to one. This was carried by a vote of 28 for and 6 against.

8. Motion  -  Subscriptions

The meeting was advised that following negotiations with the Southgate Hockey Centre, our lease will be extended for a further 5 years and the charge for annual membership will increase from £80 to £85 with effect from April 2007. As a consequence of this, the following motion was proposed and carried without dissent.

‘The individual Annual Subscription to TPRC should increase by £5 per year to £105 with effect from April 2008. The increased fee payable to the Hockey Centre for 2007/08, estimated at £1,100, should be met from club funds.’
