5. Junior Section Report 

Tom Gort gave a brief outline of the activities currently undertaken by the Juniors and in particular of the sustained enthusiasm and commitment of the coaches and parent helpers. 

6. Handicap Organiser’s Report

Peter Lambert reported that during the 2008/09 series 408 runners have taken part in the handicap, including 149 club members. There are also about 150 non club members taking part on a fairly regular basis.
7. Triathlon Section Report

Peter Lambert reported that interest in triathlon continues to grow within the club including more than 30 members having made use of training facilities in the lake and participating in Sunday morning bike rides. Club members have also registered some very creditable performances in a whole variety of races, including three members completing an Ironman triathlon for the first time. 
8. Motions  

(a)  Annual Charity
It was proposed by the Club’s Committee that:
“Each year at the club AGM the club nominates a charity, preferably with a local connection, that the club will support during the following 12 months”
“That the nominated charity for the coming year should be Chickenshed”

The above motions were voted upon separately and both were agreed with substantial majorities.

(b)  Change of Club Colours
